Instructions for DNA- nucleotide model

1. Have one of each of the colored papers, there should be 4 of them (currently- orange, blue, yellow and purple)

2. Cut out each of the nucleotide molecules on dark lines

3. Connect the pairs together (they will only fit one way) one will face up, the other will face down (purple goes with orange, yellow goes with blue.

4. MAKE SURE YOU PUT YOUR NAME AND PERIOD ON THE BACK OF EACH CUTOUT!

5. Connect the Pairs of molecules together- purple-orange to yellow-blue to purple-orange and so on to make a small chain.

6. You should have 12 molecule pairs, six of each combination. You will connect them to the others students in your class period
